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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

For the past fourteen years, Young Scientists Tanzania (YST) dedicated itself to promoting STEM
education among secondary school students throughout the country. In 2025, commemorating our
fifteenth anniversary, the YST Science Outreach Programme successfully reached every region in
Tanzania, continually enhancing the capabilities of both teacheést@hents through comprehensive
regional workshops. These workshops provided essential mentorship in dzasede
methodologies, fostering a deeper understanding and appreciation of scientific inquiry. The YST
Outreach Programme, along with the YST Exiob, significantly boosted interest in scientific
research within schools by providing vital support and opportunities for students to showcase their
projects, compete for prizes, and gain national recognition for their achievements.

In 2025, YST advanced its hybrid model by incorporating digital and remote strategies to improve
the overall impact of both the Science Outreach Programme and the Annual Exhibition Programme.
By combining these elements, YST not only increased the e#eet®s of its initiatives but also
created a more engaging and inclusive experience for all.

As of March 27th, YST engaged 401 teachers and regional coordinators in the YST Outreach and
Mentoring Programme. This enthusiastic participation resulted in the submission of more than 1,516
project applications by the March 31st deadline.

After a thorough evaluation conducted by three YST Science Advisors and the Judging Panel, 361
projects were selected to advance to the next stage, highlighting a diverse spectrum of talent from 31
regions of Tanzania.

These selected projects competed for the esteemed opportunity to participate in the YST National
Exhibition Programme. Following a rigorous selection process conducted by three YST Science
Advisors and a Judging Panel, the top 45 projects were identifi@bdists. These finalists received
ongoing mentorship and collectively represented 31 regions across Tanzania at the renowned YST
National Exhibition Programme held in September 2025.

YST held its highprofile Exhibition and Awards Ceremony for the Top Projects on September 18th,
2025, at the University of Dar es Salaam (UDSM). The Award Ceremony was broadcast on various
platforms, including YouTube, Facebook, Instagram, and X (Twitter)

In 2025, YST raised the profile and standard of science education in secondary schools in Tanzania
by collaborating with the Government of Tanzania through COSTECH, the Ministry of Education,
Science, Technology, and TAMISEMI.
